	4. MATTERS ARISING

New Bus passenger shelter  The Clerk reported that he had now confirmed to RCC that we had authorised the spend of £500 and that they could go ahead with the works but had asked that we first of all see the design, plans and dimensions of the shelter.

	5. CORRESPONDENCE

· Street lighting briefing paper from Rutland CC . This paper draws attention to the fact that North Luffenham only pays 48% of the true cost of lighting.  Cty Cllr Bool added that the whole policy is under review

He has experienced a vehicle crashing into his front wall and is urging the Parish Council to get the speed limit reduced. The Clerk has written to him pointing out that we are in correspondence with Highways Dept re this. The Clerk will copy the email to Dave Brown of Highways Dept and Cty Cllr Bool offered to take the matter up with Mr Brown also.
· Letter from RCC re cost of Home to School transport. RCC are concerned about the high level of subsidy this requires and are asking for comments by Sept 26th. The Clerk will post the letter on the website and Notice Boards

	6. FINANCE REPORT (GENERAL BUSINESS)

This had been circulated with the agenda. Proposed by Cllr Smith and seconded by Cllr Tobin all payments were approved 

7.        PLANNING
· Cllr Tobin reported that the Planning Committee had considered an application to reduce a Sycamore Tree at the large new house in Digby Drive. No objection

· Cllr Tobin further reported that the Planning Committee had considered an application for an extension to the old Chapel. No objection.

· Cllr Tobin advised the Council that at the Woodyard development they are working anti-clockwise round the site but there will be no occupation this year.

· Cllr Cade expressed concern that a chimney has been removed from the piggery behind 2 Pinfold Lane,  which he believes  is listed. Cllr Tobin will investigate.

· As requested at the previous PC meeting, the Clerk had written to Anglian Water as there was concern as to whether the sewer under Pinfold Lane would cope with the new intake. They had replied saying there would not be a problem but as they had taken time to reply the PC got a £20 credit

	8          ST. GEORGE’S BARRACKS
Cllr Overington had had a meeting with the CO and the Community Officer, Major Francis,on 4 topics:-
· Wind Turbine on MOD land. There was no chance of this.

· Acquiring land for trees.  No prospect of this, either.
· Joining up stub ends of Warren Lane.  Major Francis was most positive about the possibility of having a bridleway/footpath around part of the airfield and it was AGREED that Cllr Overington can proceed to make further enquiries on behalf of the PC.
· Military Dogs.  There are plans to bring dogs back from Germany which would increase the numbers from approx 60 to “around” 100. The Officer in charge does plan to consult with local Parish Councils about this. It is currently planned to extend the present site, but in a manner to minimise noise from barking.   Cty Cllr Bool commented that Helen Briggs, CEO Rutland CC, is planning to travel to Germany to discuss the whole issue of  bringing Army personnel back to Rutland and this will include the dogs issue.

	9         COMMUNITY RECREATION FACILITIES
Cllr Cade, speaking on behalf of the CRF group, said that there was a feeling that the Community Wing is too attached to the school. However there is not sufficient ground force complaining that “we have nowhere to meet”. The Group have developed a questionnaire to see what groups might be supported and this was circulated with the agenda. The CRF group were impressed with Laxton village hall. They are a village of 100 population but got a grant of £250k from the BIG lottery.  Various views were expressed round the table but in the main the view was that there was no evidence that a new village hall would be greatly used and there was concern about the cost and manpower for the associated maintenance . However, the Group will ascertain what funding is available for sporting and community facilities..  

In respect of possible funding,  the Group will informally and without commitment meet with a developer to explore the possibilites for, and the implications of, a small housing development on the Field Gardens.

It was re-iterated that the PC will definitely receive a developer contribution of £35000 for the play area when the 15th house is sold. It was AGREED that proposals for the expenditure will be managed by the Oval/Field Gardens working group

	10 COMMUNITY PUBLIC ACCESS DEFIBRILLATOR (cPAD)
Cllr Smith had circulated a paper describing how a cPAD could work in our village. It would be sited in the old phone box which the PC would adopt from BT for £1. The Karen Ball Fund (KBF) would pay half the cost of installation which leaves a cost to the PC of £950. In addition we would be expected to make a donation to the Community Heartbeat Trust Charity(CHT).  It was AGREED that we will proceed with the spend of £951 + donation to CHT charity and at the next meeting we will decide whether it should be paid out of the precept or from Trust funds.             Allotments
            Cllr Cade reported that there are 2 vacant allotments but there is a request to 

             Hire one of them. The allotment tap has been repaired.

Wooded walkway

Cllr Cade reported that although the total area is 1 hectare we only get a grant for 0.5 hectare as the 10 metre strip doesn’t qualify.  It was AGREED that Cllr Cade, Cllr Mrs Riordan & the Clerk will meet to discuss how we proceed in approaching Ben Wills, the tenant’s land agent.  It was further AGREED that there is no need for the PC to consult with the village as we are not taking back the whole field.

15.       DIGBY FARM COMPOSTING SITE
As a result of the 3 letters written by the Clerk after the July 15th PC meeting and at the instigation of the Environment Agency(EA), a meeting was held on August 7th at which  were representatives from the EA, PC, and residents group, also George Chase (contracts manager, RCC), Cty Cllr Bool, and John Ellis, the site operator.  Notes of the meeting had been circulated by both the EA and Cllr Overington.  Cllr Overington commented that the two main results of the meeting had been,  i) clarification of the EA's position, which was that the site has largely complied with the laid down operating regulations, and that 'residual' odour would have to be tolerated by residents, and ii) That Mr Ellis had been concerned and frustrated by weather patterns which had contributed to the odour problem, and had asked RCC about the possibility of diverting at least some of the green waste to other sites.  
Cty Cllr Bool advised the meeting that RCC officers and Mr Ellis are now co-operating in actively examining the options for diverting easte elsewhere.   Cty Cllr Bool will report back after further meetings at RCC
