	4. MATTERS ARISING

-   Bus passenger shelter    The Clerk reported that RCC had said that a   works ticket has been issued and the work could start any day

· Dog fouling  Following the last meeting Cllr Tobin had drafted a form of words to go on the web-site. In addition the Dog Warden had increased patrols in the village. It is also planned to post bye-laws relating to dog fouling on the Oval. This will be carried over to the next meeting.

· Dogs at the barracks    Cllr Overington had attended a meeting at Catmose chaired by Helen Briggs (CEO RCC) with representatives from Edith Weston PC and St George’s barracks as well as Cty Cllrs Bool and Miss Waller. It is proposed to increase the number of dogs from 50 to 200 by mid-2015. The kennel complex will be horseshoe shaped and partly sunken to minimise noise. A further meeting is arranged for 3-4 months time.

· Bridle path  Cllr Overington is still trying to progress this issue but there is difficulty in finding the right person to talk to

-    Bike racks    The Clerk had ascertained that this is all progressing and anticipates being invited to a site meeting with Heather Caldicott shortly.

-    Ancaster Way Laurels  Since the last meeting the Clerk had written twice to the Greenbelt Co. (Maintenance contractors) asking them to cut back the bushes. It appeared that only token work has been done and the Clerk will write again asking, at least, for a reply

As a result of the invitations to renew holdings sent out on January 1st there are only 2 allotments available for hire. The Clerk will advertise this on the web-site

17        WALKWAY
Cllr Cade reported that planting of the trees happened on Saturday March 15th and all but 30 trees were planted thanks to the many volunteers. The PC wished to register its thanks to Cllr Cade for organising this project. Going forward it is planned to plant poppies and wild flowers as a memorial to WW1. Cllr Cade asked those present to give some thought to a name for the wood.

18        NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
Cllr Cade remarked that there is currently no neighbourhood watch scheme in the village. It was noted that such schemes can sometimes enable residents to enjoy 5% off their house insurance.  He proposes that it be raised at the APM
