The preferred bid for North City South has been submitted. A decision from Government is not expected until May/June. Government is due to publish a Fair Funding Review; as a result, budget amendments will be required, which may have implications for Council Tax. A flood consultation is to take place.

The Terms of Reference had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting. All were approved, proposed by Councillor Spiegl, seconded by Councillor Gorse. The Clerk will add to the website and schedule annual reviews, to be added to the calendar.

141.1 To review and comment on current planning applications 
2025/1443/FUL. 3 The Barn, Settings Farm, Pilton Road, North Luffenham, Rutland LE15 9PD. Installation of a First Floor casement window to the East elevation to match existing. No objections to the application. 

Concerns were raised about the developments in Chater Valley. Chair to investigate and approach South Luffenham.

142/25 Community Centre
Cllr Cade not at meeting to provide update. Cllr Smith advised that he was to meet the head of property service at Rutland County Council, who has met with the school, on 7th January. 

143/25 To receive and consider the report from the CIL Group 
Councillor Burrows has prepared a set of questions for a proposed survey and will circulate a draft to Councillors. Councillor Burrows proposed that the Council agree to survey residents on usage and options for a village hub, this was seconded by Councillor Smith. All were in favour.

144/25 Working groups and committees
The IT Working Group met and discussed website usability. It was agreed that the Parish Council should not have a separate website, as the current website has a strong subscription base for residents receiving parish information. The possibility of creating a more distinct area within the existing website was discussed, as most complaints relate to residents being unable to easily locate information. It was suggested documents should be uploaded to the Public Documents Google Storage, and links to them published on the web site. The IT Policy is currently under review and will be considered at the January meeting.
