Members of the public were present and raised questions regarding the proposed community hub, which was discussed at the previous meeting. Councillors confirmed that the suggested use of CIL funding for a community building is being explored as an option. Questions were also raised regarding the Bowls Club lease and how any future community building might affect a lease arrangement. Councillors confirmed that the proposals are at an early stage and that no decisions have been made. Solicitors have been engaged to advise on the Bowls Club lease and on matters relating to the ownership of allotments and land.
